The Eucharist as medicine of immortality and pledge of our future resurrection 
 

The following was written by St. Irenaeus about 185 AD. This excerpt makes clear the Churchôs realistic inter-
pretation of the Eucharist as the risen body of Christ which serves as the medicine of immortality, the pledge of 
our own future resurrection. The real presence of the body and blood of Jesus Christ in the Eucharistic elements 
(transubstantiation), also known as Mass or the Lordôs Supper, was taken for granted (i.e., assumed as normal/
actual) in the early Church.   
 

If our flesh is not saved, then the Lord has not redeemed us with his blood, the Eucharistic chalice does not 

make us sharers in his blood, and the bread we break does not make us sharers in his body. 
 
THE CHALICE, HIS BLOOD ï THE BREAD, HIS BODY 

There can be no blood without veins, flesh and the rest of the human substance, and this the Word of God actual-
ly became: it was with his own blood that he redeemed us.  As the Apostle says: In him, through his blood, we 
have been redeemed, our sins have been forgiven.  We are his members and we are nourished by creatures, which 
is his gift to us, for it is he who causes the sun to rise and the rain to fall. He declared that the chalice, which 
comes from his creation, was his blood, and he makes it the nourishment of our blood. He affirmed that the 
bread, which comes from his creation, was his body, and he makes it for nourishment of our body. 
 
EUCHARISTIC GROWTH & ETERNAL LIFE 

When the chalice we mix and the bread we bake receive the word of God, the Eucharistic elements become the 

body and blood of Christ, by which our bodies live and grow. How then can it be said that flesh belonging to the 
Lordôs own body and nourished by his body and blood is incapable of receiving Godôs gift of eternal life? Saint 
Paul says in his letter to the Ephesians that we are members of his body, of his flesh and bones. He is not speaking 
of some spiritual and incorporeal kind of man, for spirits do not have flesh and bones. He is speaking of a real 
human body composed of flesh, sinews and bones, nourished by the chalice of Christôs blood and receiving 
growth from the bread which is his body. 
 
THE EUCHARIST, RESURRECTION & IMMORTALITY 

The slip of a vine planted in the ground bears fruit at the proper time. The grain of wheat falls into the ground 
and decays only to be raised up again and multiplied by the Spirit of God who sustains all things. The Wisdom of 
God places these things at the service of man and when they receive Godôs word they become the Eucharist, 
which is the body and blood of Christ. In the same way our bodies, which have been nourished by the Eucharist, 
will be buried in the earth and will decay, but they will rise again at the appointed time, for the Word of God will 
raise them up to the glory of God the Father. Then the Father will clothe our mortal nature in immortality and 
freely endow our corruptible nature with incorruptibility, for Godôs power is shown most perfectly in weakness. 
 
This 
excerpt appears in the Roman Catholic Office of Readings for Thursday of the third week of Easter with the ac-
companying biblical reading of Revelation 9:13-21.

Let us as a parish family take up this PROMISE from our Heavenly Father 
to heal our land when healing is greatly needed: 
 

2 Chronicles 7:14 
 

òIf My people, which are called by My name, 

Shall humble themselves and pray,  

Seek My face,  

And turn from their wicked ways, 

Then will I hear from heaven, 

Will forgive their sin, 

And will heal their land.ó 

This well-known verse has often been quoted through the years for patriotic 

holidays, political rallies, and national days of prayer. And though the heart of 
its words is to inspire change and Godôs call for repentance and healing in our 
nation, the promises of this verse go much wider and deeper than we may com-
prehend. These words, spoken for the Israelites after the dedication of the tem-
ple, has strong reminders for our lives today, for all of Godôs people, in every 
nation.  In the chapter just before, 2 Chronicles 6, Solomon asked the Lord for 
His mercy and forgiveness in the times that the people would sin.  He knew, as 
we do today, that none of us are perfect and without sin in our lives. And God 
answered with these words and provisions that are relevant for us today. 

God is the same, yesterday, today, and forever. And the way He responded to 
the cries of His people during Solomonôs days is still the way He is faithful to 
respond to our cries for help.  He does hear our prayers from heaven.  He is 
faithful to forgive us when we come before Him and confess our sin, admit our 
great need for Him, and turn from wrong.  When we come to Him and do these 
three simple things, He promises He will heal our land.    

If enough of Godôs people pray for His healing of our country, He will do it!
